1.  Summary.  A cyclic review of the established MARC for Food Service (Cook) Operations has been performed per Appendix C, paragraph C-6, AR 71-32.   The MARC study for this function was initially approved on 15 December 1999.  Numerous changes have occurred since its approval.  New operational concepts and implementation of new field feeding equipment necessitate a new MARC study.

2.  Recommendation.  Recommend Food Service (Cook) Operations be studied through the entire MARC development process.  

3.  Methodology.  This review was conducted using the following methods, which enabled the MARC analyst to determine the course of action:

     a.  An email memorandum was sent to the U.S. Army Quartermaster Center and School and other interested agencies.  The correspondence requested input on changes affecting the MARC.  Responses revealed that proponents believe new criteria should be developed based on emerging war-fighting doctrine and new field feeding equipment configuration.

     b.  The MARC analyst facilitated a Subject Matter Expert Panel (SMEP) of knowledgeable individuals from the U.S. Army Quartermaster Center and School via VTC on 31 October 2003.  The purpose of the VTC was to review the established MARC and provide insights into emerging doctrine and field feeding equipment. 

4.  Minor Adjustments.  Current approved criteria will remain as published on the FMBB until a new study is completed.
